Dear Friends

Food and community - two things which are absolutely essential to our well-being. Getting together to share food — whether it's a
birthday, an anniversary, a wedding, a new baby, a retirement or a sad occasion when someone has passed on, usually marks any
important event in our lives. Even without a special occasion it is always good to eat together as a family or with friends. Food and
community are important to Christians — it is the way in which Jesus told us to remember him and all that he did for us. The accounts
of Jesus’ life in the Bible are filled with stories of Jesus sharing meals with others and talking about food.

In our villages, we are very fortunate to have many places where people can meet together and, if they wish, share a meal together.
The Friendship Lunch and Girls’ Night Out held at Sutton Memorial Hall are an opportunity for those who perhaps usually eat alone, to
get together for food and friendship.

Over the winter months, many people enjoyed the Community Café at Hollesley Village Hall and together raised more than £2,000 for
local charities. This year, Christian Aid is promoting the idea of a ‘Big Brekkie’ to raise funds during Christian Aid week (15”‘-22nd May)
and so a breakfast menu (plus cake, of course!) will be at Hollesley Village Hall on Saturday 21° May between 9.30 and 11.30.

Many cultures have a beautiful tradition of saying a prayer before or after a meal, expressing gratitude and asking for blessing.
Whether we eat together, or alone, it is another opportunity to intentionally open ourselves to receive and participate in grace. The
food is already blessed simply by its existence. God doesn't require our words of thanks. But, it does us good to "say grace," to
verbally acknowledge the grace that is everywhere, even and especially in the giving of lives - plant and animal - for our sustenance.
