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Following procedure from Suffolk County council
Thank you for your enquiry. Under normal circumstances it is the District Council's
responsibility to cleanse the Highway, this includes the sweeping of silt, mud, stone, and
other debris. If the buildup is very heavy and compacted and cannot be removed with a
sweeper, we may need to attend to scrape the road.

Mud and Debris on the highways can be reported to Suffolk County Council via the
reporting tool on our website using the following link Report debris, weeds or mud on the
road - Suffolk County Council. When we receive a report the mud/debris on the road is
assessed against Matrix A of the Highway Maintenance Operational Plan. Suffolk County
Council will only act when there is a safety concern and cannot wait until the next routine
cleanse.

If the debris is coming from land adjacent to the highway, we will often work with the
landowner to mitigate the amount of mud/debris being deposited on the highway. The
Highways Act 1980 makes it an offence to deposit mud and other things on the highway
(5148) and Suffolk Highway does have the power under the Highways Act to request the
landowner remove the debris.

Leaves and a bit of mud ok for a roadsweeper | can help push the issue -sand as per
photos and across our roads — needs a snow plough and further investigation by Suffolk
county council with the landowners to stop this happening ....

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IMPOVED ACCESS TO PRIVATE RENTED HOUSES IN EAST SUFFOLK

| was delighted to see a project that was in infancy under the old administration has now
been delivered and | was pleased to read about a new scheme which will help East Suffolk
residents to better access private rented housing

A new lettings partnership — East Suffolk Lettings — will be created, along with the
introduction of a new Guaranteed Rent Scheme, to increase residents’ access to the private
rented sector and minimise the use of temporary accommodation.

East Suffolk Lettings will encourage landlords to work with the Council, by charging a lower
rent, at Local Housing Allowance or within 10%. Landlords will be offered a financial
incentive based on the difference in cost between what they would have been able to
charge, compared to the lower rate they are charging.

In return, the Council will guarantee the rent is paid on time, each month and will provide
support to the tenant to ensure the tenancy is managed appropriately. This will include
completing inventories, three-monthly home visits to check on the condition of the
property, supporting with benefit claims, and managing utilities.

Funded through the Homelessness Prevention Grant, received from the Department for
Levelling Up, Housing and Communities, the scheme will be offered on a two-year pilot basis

and if successful will become a permanent service.

ACTION NOTES

- | have flagged up holistic camping on the field by Rock Barracks as an infringement
of planning law — but after investigation by the planning offices the owners have
stated they will only open the campsite for the number of days allowed before they
need a planning application - we watch this very closely
Bromeswell PC ( where the field sits ) is working with me to manage any noise,
pollution and they have flagged the enlarged entrance to the field with Suffolk
County Council to understand the permits required to build a turning on to the road

- The water tank in Bawdsey Quay carpark has now been buried and landscaped and
shouldn’t prove any further danger to vehicles or visitors
- Bawdsey Quay new parking layout and curb work has been completed and once
Suffolk county council update their paperwork East Suffolk carpark attendants will
be able to commence enforcement

- | have spoken to Cabinet member of the environment at East Suffolk for update on
removal of sand off highways and what discussions are taking place with county
council to develop a better system — waiting for an update
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- |l emailed Cabinet member of the environment over increased litter at Shingle street
- initial response was more bins , something | am not keen on so have asked for a
confirmation of when bins are emptied - | feel an increase in frequency of
collections might be the answer -waiting for reply
- | have spoken to environment protection to ask them to monitor local concerns in
Sutton on run off from fields containing pigs into a local stream
- And summer brings lots of fete — | try and attend as many as possible
